10. Maintenance

RS did the maintenance reports this month but not the playground as it was dark when she had time to do it:

Disabled toilet fan in MH noisy

Male toilets – middle urinal possibly overflowing

The light in the toilets (CS) has no cover on it (DC found it in the cupboard during the meeting)
ACTION: DC to refit the cover this week

RS advised there is a Kettle and toaster in the CS and is not sure who it belongs to; furthermore it didn’t seem to be PAT tested as there were no PAT test stickers on the items.  SW confirmed that the PAT testing is done in January so the committee agreed to store them away so they couldn’t be used by hirers until then.  SCh suggested they could belong to a hirer 

ACTION: SCh to contact hirer
New fencing replacing old damaged fencing between the carpark and the field and next to the children’s play area
SCh advised this has now been done. 
11. Defibrillator

DC is still waiting for replacement parts - unable to clarify if it was actually vandalism that caused the loss of the battery and pads. The committee suggested reporting the loss of the battery and pads to the police.
ACTION: DC to report suspected vandalism to the police
12. Heating
SCh is waiting for the engineers to fix the two heaters in the main hall (booked in for 26th November).  Current status of the heating system: The heater nearest the field has a gas leak. The heater on the left has no pilot light. Both of these units have been switched off until they can be repaired by Brulers. The heater nearest the stage is currently working.  SW asked the committee if it would be wise to keep this one heater on all the time and put some tape over the on/off switch for now – the committee agreed. 

ACTION: SW to tape the on/off switch with sign
DN reported that on 13th November another engineer is coming to fix the CS heater and also have a look at the main hall heaters to cost replacements.


LP reported that the church is investing in infrared heating and suggested researching this as an alternative if needed.
13. Website update
SCh asked if we should look at updating the website with new photos and content?  The committee agreed; especially with the freshly decorated main hall.
ACTION: Committee and hirers to take updated photos of the hall with and without people in it to showcase its size and versatility.
